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Your teachers worked hard to provide you with classes (via zoom, youtube, what’s app, studio catch up classes) and activities over the lockdown period.  It wasn’t perfect, but we hope it enabled you to keep going in some way.  We can’t thank you enough for the financial and emotional support some of you have given us too through this period, it has been really appreciated.  
It was very difficult to run zoom for the younger children as most found it very difficult to engage, but the majority of the older ones seemed to have enjoyed their classes and many have made good progress over these months.

As you know the timetable has had to change in every branch to take account of limited class numbers for social distancing and additional cleaning between group changeovers.  This has meant longer working hours for teachers, extra studio hire to accommodate classes, hours spent making sure everyone is in the correct classes and getting the information they need, but we think we are now nearly sorted.  This is what your studios at Fishponds now look like!  It is a similar set up in all our other branches too, and doors and windows are open during class to ensure plenty of ventilation.   I think we will all need our 344 jackets to keep warm!!!
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INVOICING - The billing does not reflect any lesson credits yet that some of you may be due for spring term if you had paid your February invoice in full and then not been able to participate in the online lessons.   

Prior to lockdown weekday classes had already had 4 weeks of term, and Saturdays had already had 3 weeks of term.   We did not issue any invoices in May and teachers ran a selection of classes through to July which lots of you all did.   Please let us know if you think you should have a credit applied to your account by checking here:-
· Participated in classes on zoom/what’s app/youtube/catch up classes in studio and had sufficient to cover the remainder of the February term billing – No credit due.

· Only partially paid February invoice up to lockdown – No credit due.

· Younger student, limited classes available, possibly did some youtube/what’s app/activities  – some credit due.  This will be looked at individually depending on what you were/were not able to do during lockdown.  Please email details so that we can calculate your credit entitlement.
· Student unable to engage with online lessons for any reason – credit due.  Please email details so we can calculate your credit entitlement.
EXAMS – Those who were due to take exams in March have either been refunded their exam fee or have a credit on their account.  We are hoping to get exam days for December/January period for those still wanting to take their exam.  Many of you have just moved up to the next grade instead.  

SENIOR MUSIC THEATRE – Miss Laura is running one Sunday afternoon session per month to make up for your missed lessons.  Singing and drama have to be kept quiet at the moment which is hard to do, so once a month is safer and less damaging on your voices!  First one is 27th Sept 2.30 – 4.30 p.m.  Anyone wishing to join music theatre age 9+ is welcome to come and join them.
ACRO FOR DANCE – This unfortunately cannot take place at all at the moment as difficult to keep cleaning mats during the lesson, impossible for teacher to support on moves, and teacher unable to get close enough to spot.  We hope this will resume once restrictions are lifted but in the meantime, please ask for a credit on account or refund if required.
